The Granite City High School Band is very pleased to offer private instrument lessons for our students. All lessons will be monitored by the high school band directors, and will be scheduled during school hours in the GCHS Band room. We anticipate that instruction on most band instruments will be available. This program has been well received and the students who have participated in previous years have made great progress on their instruments. Please take this opportunity to enroll your student in this successful program.

The lesson fee is determined by each instructor and typically costs $15 to $20 per half-hour. A thirty-minute lesson once per week is suitable for most high school students. Longer lessons are available to more experienced students at an additional cost.  Payment is due in advance of the month’s lessons, usually scheduled as four lessons.  Lessons are scheduled Monday-Friday, during full band and sectional classes. Actual times are to be coordinated between the student, the instructor, and the high school band directors according to availability of each.
